Matthew W. Stolper

In addition to research as part of the Persepolis Fortification Archive Project (described else-
where in this Annual Report), Matthew W. Stolper submitted an article on “Elamite Sources” 
to A Companion to the Achaemenid Empire, edited by Bruno Jacobs and Robert Rollinger for 
Wiley-Blackwell; “Three Personal Reflections on Elias Bickerman” to a collection of articles 
accompanying the publication of the annual Rostovtzeff Lecture that Pierre Briant delivered 
at Yale in 2011, now being edited by J. G. Manning for publication by Yale Classical Studies; 
and a revised essay on the Oriental Institute’s Persian Expedition of 1931–1939 for a volume 
on Iranian Studies in America, being edited by Frank Lewis for Eisenbrauns. His paper at the 
annual meeting of the American Schools of Oriental Research, given jointly with Annalisa 
Azzoni, dealt with the typology of Aramaic epigraphs on Elamite Persepolis Fortification 
documents. His paper at the American Oriental Society, “Atossa Re-enters,” dealt with new 
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evidence for the presence and status of the Achaemenid queen Atossa, extravagantly promi-
nent in literary works by Aeschylus, Herodotus, and Gore Vidal, but hitherto elusive in the 
quotidian records of the Persepolis Fortification Archive.
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
