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Epwarp F. WENTE has prepared an article for the
Festschrift for Hans J. Polotsky treating the use of
“end-quote” verbs of saying to clarify the concept of
time in the Egyptian language of the 19th and 20th Dy-
nasties. He has circled the country for lectures and sym-
posia: in Miami, he discussed reconciling royal mum-
mies with historical data; in Seattle and San Francisco he
spoke on tomb builders and in New York on the
Amarna reformation and counter-reformation, all in
connection with the Tutankhamun exhibit; and in
Philadelphia he presented a paper on New Kingdom
chronology. Mr. Wente is now preparing a general vol-
ume on letters from ancient Egypt.
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
