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JOHN A. BRINKMAN’S principal research this past year has been
concerned with Mesopotamian socio-economic history of the early
Neo-Babylonian period (747-626 B.C.). He has completed writing the
chapter on this subject for the new edition of the Cambridge Ancient
History and, with Douglas Kennedy, has prepared a lengthy, separate
bibliography dealing with the pertinent cuneiform documentation (to
appear in the Journal of Cuneiform Studies for 1983). He also spoke on
Mesopotamian Demography at the national meeting of the American
Oriental Society and submitted several short articles for publication.
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
