
HANS G. Beside the ongoing work on the Hittite Dictionary Project, 
GUTERBOCK Hans G. Giiterbock completed his part of the publication of 

Hittite Seals from Boghazkoy in collaboration with Dr. R. M. 
Boehmer of the German Archaeological Institute. In Novem­
ber of 1984 he spent two weeks in West Berlin for consul­
tation with Dr. Boehmer, and during that time also collated 
texts for the Hittite Dictionary in the East Berlin museum. 

On October 19, 1984, he participated in a Symposium on 
the Trojan War organized by Professor Machteld J. Mellink 
as part of the centennial celebration of Bryn Mawr College; 
his paper was entitled "Troy in Hittite Texts? Wilusa, Ah-
hiyawa, and Hittite History." Continuing in the same vein 
he lectured on "Hittites and Greeks: an Overview" in the 
Oriental Institute on February 27, 1985 and at the University 
of North Carolina in Chapel Hill on April 23. He also wrote 
articles for a few Festschrifts. 
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
