
HARRY A. Harry A. Hoffner, Jr. continued to spend most of his research 
HOFFNER JR. time in duties as editor of the Hittite Dictionary (see separate 

report). He also devoted a great deal of time in 1984—85 to 
continuing editorial work on the Festschrift for Hans Gii­
terbock to be published by the Institute in the series Assy-
riological Studies. 

In April of 1985 he was invited to speak at the annual 
meeting of the American Oriental Society in Ann Arbor, 
Michigan as part of a panel addressing the question of the 
use of computers in lexicography. Throughout the year he 
continued to add to his computer corpus of Hittite texts, 
which serves as a necessary backup to the non-electronic 
lexical retrieval system of the Chicago Hittite Dictionary main 
lexical file. His review of H. Otten's Die Apologie Hattusilis 
III, Das Bild der Uberlieferung appeared in the Journal of 
the American Oriental Society, vol. 105. 
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
