
 

In addition to his editorial and administra­

tive work for the Chicago Hittite Dictionary 

project, HARRY A. HOFFNER, JR . lectured at 

the Institute's Symposium on November 5, 

1988 on "Hittite Temples and Their Ritual." 

March 12-15,1989 he attended the annual 

national meeting of the American Oriental 

Society in New Orleans and gave a paper 

entitled "The Duties of a Hittite King." 

In March 1989 he accepted an invitation 

to contribute a volume of English translations 

of Hittite myths and legends to a new series of 

publications entitled Writings from the Ancient 

World. On April 13,1989 he sent a prospectus 

for his projected volume to accompany the 

W.A.W. project's application to the National 

Endowment for the Humanities.
