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JoANN ScurLock completed her Ph.D.

She saw the ap-
pearance of her articles “KAR 267//BMS53: A
Ghostly Light on bitrimki ” in the Jowrnal of the
American Oriental Society and “How to Lock a
Gate in Ancient Mesopotamia” in the journal
Orientalia. An article on Herodotus’ Median
Chronology has been accepted by the journal
Iranica Antiqua and one “The Ashes of Nin-
eveh: Grains of Historical Fact in Diodorus
Siculus, Account of the Fall of Nineveh” will
appear in Historia. She gave a lecture entitled

nati. She is currently working on a book on the
